BUDGET REPORT – Susan Turregano  - **New Policy will be that all outstanding dues for all students in each family must be paid before enrolling in Winter program.  Students will not be fitted for any ensemble who has outstanding Fall dues.
COMPETITION SUPPORT – Jeanette Pitts – (not at meeting due to work)  No football game on Friday.  Bus drivers, chaperones, and truck drivers are in place for Saturday’s competition.

Keep your account active from September 30th – November 30th.  We will get the extra $5 bonus by keeping the account active until November 30th.  You can also get gift cards through iGive.  

FALL FESTIVAL – Dana Puentes – Meeting about Fall Festival directly following the meeting.  Volunteers will be coordinated then.  Susan presented scarves.  We need help making scarves – help with cutting the felt with very sharp scissors.  Last night was the last night for the program ads.  If you sold ads, you can take them a copy of last year’s program to show them what their ads looked like last year.  Director Hospitality, and Volunteer Hospitality will be provided for our directors and volunteer/student help.  The day of the festival, there will be a special drop-off location for your food, then you can park.  The judges’ meals will be fed in a different area.  The bake sale will also take place.  We’ll need lots of food from everyone for the bake sale or one of the above-listed areas.  Label your food for those with allergies – peanuts, etc.  Nancy Pearson – we are decorating the director’s area with the Vegas themes, paper goods and chargers.  Her husband (an experienced chef) will be cooking all the food for the directors, so we will need bulk chicken, so donations are needed.  We are also in need of Sterno cans to keep all the food warm.  Anyone have a  beverage fountain? (already have a chocolate fountain) – let Nancy know.  Kelly Nelson requests Crock Pots full of chicken or pork, a recipe for Brunswick Stew, Hot Dogs.

10-MINUTE OPEN FORUM – Nancy Pearson mentioned that she spoke to Mr. McMath about his professionalism towards our students and how much she appreciates it.  Kathy Lynch also mentioned how another parent spoke of how other parents from other bands made comments about every little thing that other bands did on the field – and when our band performed, they were completely silent.

SHOW UPDATE – Brian McMath – Our band scored 86.3 at competition this past Saturday.  The next score was an 83  and then two were tied at 81.  We have a young group that is growing and learning.  General Effect – they came in 1st.  General effect is a combination of visual and musical effect.  Drum Major and Guard are separate – we did not score in them.  Percussion judge made positive comments about our pit.  Nothing negative about not having a drumline.  The rain held off and it was a great evening.  This coming week is Bassett – we are not rehearsing and are leaving earlier than usual.  Kids will eat upon arrival, then change.  Performance is at 3:00.  If they are a finalist, they will do a performance.  If they don’t make finals, we come home.  Judges will flip for each performance.  Depending on sun, we may or may not use lighting props and cannonballs.  Maybe for the 3:00 or maybe just a backdrop.  Weather should be good for Saturday.  Only 8 will make finals.  12 bands will be in preliminaries.  On-field judges will be utilized.  Mr. McMath demonstrated the DVD that he is putting together for this season.  Suggestion was made to clap at the end of the 2nd movement when the band is on the left and the guard is on the right side of the field.
